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Print out the template diagrams and make your templates from plastic, cardboard or sandpaper. Sandpaper 
works best, because when tracing pattern with a template made from sandpaper, when you go to trace it 
on your fabric it won’t slip and you will have better accuracy. 

From each of the assorted 8 print fabrics cut 90 pieces from template B for a total of 720 pieces. 

From the Cream background fabric cut 360 pieces from template A 

From the red or yellow fabric cut a total of 90 circles from template C. 

For the pink inner border cut 8 strips 1 ½” by width of fabric. Sew together in lengths of 2 for a total of 4 
long strips for top, bottom and sides. 

For the cream outer border cut 9 strips 4 ½” by width of fabric.  Sew 8 of the strips together to make 4 
long strips, then cut the 9th strip in half and sew a half onto 2 of the long strips to make the side borders. 
You should now have 2 long and 2 longer strips that you will use for the top and bottom borders. 

For the binding you will need to cut 10 pink strips 2 ½” by width of fabric. Sew all together to make one 
long strip. Press in half lengthwise wrong sides together. Set aside. 

Using a ¼ inch seam allowance sew the B pieces together in groups of 4, then sew the units together to 
make a circle of  8.   Press seams in one direction. Make a total of 90 units. 

Take each circle unit, and 4 of the A cream background pieces and using a ¼” seam allowance sew the A 

pieces onto 4 of the corners to make a square. Do this for all 90 units.  Press 

Appliqué the red or yellow circle onto the center of each unit. Sew the units together in rows of 9. Sew 
the 10 rows together. 

Using a ¼” seam allowance, sew on the top and bottom pink borders and then the sides. Trim up any 
overlay even. Do the same with the cream borders and trim any overage.  Quilt as desired and bind.
